At noon my son Hermann and family
came and took us along to the Hermann
Droemers in Grassyville. On the 17" they
came to visit the Droemers and in the
evening they took Ella and me with them
to their home. On May 19 they took us
back again to the Droemers.

Today at noon Ella went back by train
to San Antonio to continue working. Her
two-week sojourn with relatives passed all
too quickly.
