Today | will report something again.
On July 9 | paid a short visit to three
families in Giddings. My night quarters
were with Mr. & Mrs. Alwin Dunk. | left
Giddings Friday morning and arrived
healthy by bus at 7:00 o’clock in the
evening. Then | allowed myself to be
driven to Adolph Deterling and wife.

On Saturday afternoon Mrs. Willie
Deterling came and took me and her sister-
in-law to the cemetery where my husband
has rested for almost 11 years. On Sunday
morning Ad. Deterling and wife took me
to my son Otto and family, near Eola. My
daughter-in-law quickly cooked the noon
meal and soon after 3:00 o’clock the
Deterlings drove back home again. Son
Otto and family then took me to Louis
Niemann and family. On Tuesday
afternoon Mrs. Niemann along with her
two children accompanied me to Louis
Englert and family. Mrs. Englert is my
great niece; she already knew that | was
coming to visit her.

In this area it also has rained enough, so
that a good harvest is anticipated. God
willing and I live, the journey will go
further early tomorrow morning. My nose
is still not well.

This morning Louis Niemann took me
to San Angelo. At 7:00 o’clock T stepped
on the bus and at 9:30 o’clock I arrived
healthy in Abilene. This afternoon | will
visit Henry.
